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PRE-ASSEMBLY PREPARATION

Before you start:

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STEP 1

PLACE THE TABLE TOP UPSIDE DOWN ON A FLAT,SOFT SURFACE TO AVOID DAMAGE,
ALIGN HOLES IN PART B OVER THREADS IN PART A,
ATTACH PART B TO PART A USING BOLTS AS SHWON BELOW.
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STEP 2

ALIGN HOLES IN PART C OVER THREADS IN PART B,
ATTACH PART C TO PART B USING BOLTS AS SHOWN BELOW.
COMPLETELY TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS AT THIS POINT.
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STEP 3

PLACE THE GLASS ONTO TABLE TOP,YOUR TABLE IS READY FOR USE.
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Care and maintenance

GLASS & GRC TABLE TOPS:

. If chipped or broken, do not use the product and contact the place of purchase.

o Do not drop, drag or strike the surface.

o Do not sit or stand on the surface.

o Do not place very Hot or Cold items directly onto the surface — placemats / coasters are
recommended to avoid damage.

o Do not place heavy items on glass.

. Do not strike the surface with hard or pointed items.

. Do not allow hot embers or direct flames to come close or in direct contact with surface.

CHAIRS & STOOLS:
